SUMMARY:

This budget will raise more total property taxes than last year’s budget by an amount of $105,304 which is a 14.73%
increase from last year’s budget. The property tax revenue to be raised from new property added to the tax roll this year is
$507. This tax rate includes a cemetery tax of .02 on each one-hundred dollars ($100.00) valuation of property.

The property tax rate will increase taxes for maintenance and operations on a $100,000 home by approximately $39.99.
