The City Council of the City of Brady, Texas met in a Work Session Meeting on Tuesday, May 19, 2020 at the 

City of Brady Municipal Court Building located at 207 S. Elm Street, Brady, Texas with Mayor Tony Groves 

presiding.  Council Members present were Missi Elliston, Rey Garza, Jay May, Jeffrey Sutton and Jane Huffman.  

City staff present were City Manager Dennis Jobe, Public Works Director Steve Miller, Finance Director Lisa 

Remini, Fire Chief Lloyd Perrin, Community Development Manager Erin Corbell, Wastewater Treatment Plant 

Superintendent Marty Martin, and City Secretary Tina Keys.  Also in attendance was Lynn Farris. 

 

1.  CALL TO ORDER, ROLL CALL & CERTIFICATION OF A QUORUM 

Mayor Groves called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m.  Council quorum was certified.  Council Member Garza 

arrived after a quorum was certified.   

 

2.  Discussion Regarding 

a. Interlocal Agreement between City of Brady and McCulloch County for Fire/EMS services 

Mayor Groves went over statistics.  Council Member Huffman feels like we need to come up with a 

lower number for year 1 and have a 10% increase every year.  Council Member May asked what 12% 

would be.  $242,000 was Lisa Remini’s answer.  Council Member Davis doesn’t think we should drop 

below $200,000 since that’s what we got from them last.  Council Member Sutton feels we need to 

come up with a number and stick to it.  Mayor Groves emphasized that the “number must be based on 

the net cost of the service and the percentage of calls outside the city limits – that the “number” could 

be reduced by a factor set by Council, but the base “number” must be based on data not some 

arbitrary adjustment.  Council Member Huffman said county citizens pay less in taxes because they 

don’t pay City taxes, but they receive Fire and EMS for free.  The citizens of Brady are paying for these 

services provided to the county.  Mayor Groves asked what the bottom number should be.  Mayor 

Groves said City taxpayers shouldn’t pay for services in the County.   

Council took a break at 5:05 and resumed the session at 5;08.   

 

b. Wastewater Treatment Plant engineering & construction costs.  Steve Miller presented.

which will be under construction.  Dennis Jobe presented.  Council Member Elliston moved to 

approve.  Seconded by Council Member Huffman.  Council Members Elliston, Huffman and 

May voted “aye” and none “nay”.  Motion passed with a 3 – 0 vote.  At this time, Council 

Member Sutton was inaudible at the time.   

 

C. Discussion, consideration and possible action regarding Resolution 2020-013 to request 

financial assistance from the Texas Water Development Board (TWDB) Clean Water State 

Revolving Fund (CWSRF) to provide for the costs of properly securing construction phase 

funding in an amount not to exceed $4,130,000 and related services for replacement of the 

City’s wastewater treatment plant; to authorize the officers, staff and consultants to file an 

application and other documents for financial preparation in the program; and making certain 

findings in connection herewith.  Steven Miller presented.  Council Member Elliston  moved to 

approve Resolution 020-013 authorizing the City Manager to execute and submit a financial 

application to the Texas Water Development Board under the Clean Water State Revolving 

Fund for securing additional funding of approximately $4,130,000 for construction of a new 

wastewater treatment plant replacing existing sewage treatment plant.  Seconded by Council 

Member May.  Council Members Elliston and May voted “aye” and one, Council Member 

Huffman voting “nay”.  Motion passed with a 2 - 1 vote. 

 

Council Member Sutton entered the meeting via teleconference at this time. 

 

D. Discussion, consideration and possible action to direct staff to draw up an interlocal 

agreement with McCulloch County for Fire/EMS services provided outside the city limits.  

Council Member Huffman moved to authorize the City Manager to enter into a discussion on 

an agreement with McCulloch County for Fire and EMS services.  Seconded by Council 

Member Elliston.    All Council Members voted “aye” and none “nay”.  Motion passed with a 4 

– 0 vote. 

 

E. Discussion, consideration and possible action regarding passage upon first and final reading of 

Ordinance 1300 approving a temporary action plan for utility accounts under the COVID-19 

Emergency Declaration.  Lisa Remini presented.  Council Member Elliston moved to approve 

Ordinance 1300 as amended to change the extension date to June 16, 2020.  Seconded by 

Council Member Huffman.  All Council Members voted “aye” and none “nay”.  Motion passed

ORDINANCE NO. 1299 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BRADY 

TEMPORARILY REDUCING THE SPEED LIMIT FOR PORTIONS OF 

US HWY 87 WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS OF THE CITY OF BRADY 

WHICH WILL BE UNDER CONSTRUCTION.    

 

WHEREAS, the Brownwood District of the Texas Department of Transportation (“Brownwood 
District TxDOT) has requested, via minute order, a temporary Construction Speed Zone on US 
Hwy 87; and 

WHEREAS, The Brownwood District TxDOT has requested that the City of Brady temporarily 
reduce the speed limit on certain segments of US Hwy 87 in the City to a 45 MPH and 35 MPH 
Construction Speed Zone while a construction project is underway. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 

BRADY: 

Section 1. The City of Brady, Texas hereby establishes a temporary prima facie speed limit 
of forty-five (45) miles per hour for US Hwy 87 from Mile Point 15.754 to Mile Point 16.250, a 
distance of 0.496 miles. 

Section 2.  The City of Brady, Texas hereby establishes a temporary prima facie speed limit 
of thirty-five (35) miles per hour for US Hwy 87 from Mile Point 16.250 to Mile Point 16.791, a 
distance of 0.541 miles. 
 
Section 3. Any vehicle traveling at a speed in excess of the prima facie speed limit herein 
established for these designated roadways shall be prima facie evidence that the speed is not 
reasonable or prudent and that it is unlawful.  No person shall drive a vehicle at a speed in excess of 
that which is reasonable and prudent under the circumstances existing. 
 
Section 4. Any person who shall violate any provision contained in this Ordinance, or who shall 
commit or perform any act declared herein to be unlawful shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor 
and, upon conviction thereof, shall be fined in an amount of not less than one dollar ($1.00) and not 
more than two hundred dollars ($200.00). 
 
Section 5. This Ordinance shall remain in effect until the time that the above project is 
complete and accepted by the Brownwood District TxDOT and the minute order has expired. 
 
Section 6. That upon termination of the minute order, the speed shall be reestablished at the 
prima facie speed limit previously established and posted. 
 
Section 7. All Ordinances or part of Ordinances in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby 
repealed to the extent of that conflict for the duration of this Ordinance.   
 
Section 8. In the event any clause phrase, provision, sentence, or part of this Ordinance or the 
application of the same to any person or circumstances shall for any reason be adjudged invalid or 



held unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, it shall not affect, impair, or invalidate 
this Ordinance as a whole or any part or provision hereof other than the part declared to be invalid 
or unconstitutional; and the City Council of the City of Wimberley, Texas, declares that it would 
have passed each and every part of the same notwithstanding the omission of any such part thus 
declared to be invalid or unconstitutional, whether there be one or more parts. 
 
Section 9. This ordinance shall take effect immediately from and after its passage and 
publication a may be required by governing law.
